AUSTIN, Texas (August 19, 2021) — The National Infusion Center Association (NICA) has
announced a collaboration with COSACO, a community health organization based in Puerto Rico,
to improve access to COVID-19 monoclonal antibody therapies (CmAbs) for Puerto Ricans and
Latinx Americans. COSACO is the Puerto Rico Community Health Coalition. The scientist-led
organization is supported by communications professionals nationwide and was established in
2020 by Dr. Jaime Claudio.

NICA is a nonprofit trade association and the nation’s voice for non-hospital, community-based
infusion providers that offer a safe and more affordable alternative to hospital care settings for
provider-administered medications. Earlier this year when several COVID-19 antibody therapies
received Emergency Use Authorization (EUA) from the FDA, NICA’s Infusion Center Locator
scaled quickly to help COVID-positive patients find care sites administering these antibody
therapies. After publishing location information for infusion sites in over 24 states, NICA decided
to expand and leverage this well-loved resource by crafting a dedicated COVID-19 Monoclonal
Antibody Therapy (CmADb) Locator. Additionally, NICA has created and continued to scale up the
COVID-19 Antibody Therapy Resource Center, an online collection of resources and reference
materials for healthcare providers and prescribers to safely and appropriately prescribe and
administer CmAbs. The resource center also hosts a patient and caregiver portal containing
detailed instructions on finding a treatment site.

As part of an effort to ensure that these life-saving therapies are reaching the Latinx community,
COSACO will join translation efforts of NICA’'s COVID-19 materials into Spanish and share these
resources across their platforms to expand reach and access to these antibody therapies.
Additionally, COSACO will assist in encouraging verified sites listed in NICA’s CmAb locator to
claim their profiles so that users can access as much information as possible about every site.

(National Infusion Center Association, NICA) anuncia una nueva colaboracion con la Coalicion
de Salud Comunitaria (COSACO), una organizacion no-gubernamental con sede en Puerto Rico,
para promover la accesibilidad a tratamientos de anticuerpos monoclonales contra el COVID-19
(CmAbs) para puertorriquerixs y toda persona hispanohablante en Estados Unidos. COSACO es
una organizacion cientifica con amplio apoyo de profesionales de las comunicaciones en toda la
nacion, establecida en el 2020 por el Dr. Jaime Claudio, reconociendo la importancia de la
divulgacion de informacion fiable.

NICA es una asociacion sin fines de lucro y es la voz nacional de proveedores con base
comunitaria no-hospitalaria, quiénes ofrecen alternativas accesibles y seguras que mitigan la
necesidad de acceder al cuidado hospitalario mucho mas costoso. Temprano en el afo, varias
terapias de anticuerpo monoclonal para el COVID-19 (CmAbs) recibieron la autorizacién de uso
de emergencia (EUA) por la FDA, por lo que NICA expandio significativamente su preexistente
Localizador de Centros de Infusion para asistir a que los pacientes de COVID-positivos pudieran
identificar los lugares donde pudieran acceder a este tratamiento. Luego de publicar informacién
sobre centros de infusién en mas de 24 estados, NICA decidié generar un recurso dedicado al
COVID 19 exclusivamente, conocido ahora como el Localizador para tratamiento de anticuerpos
monoclonales contra el COVID-19. Este es un repertorio digital de recursos y referencias para
proveedores clinicos para recetar y administrar CmAbs. El centro de recursos también contiene
informacion para pacientes y seres queridos interesados en obtener instrucciones detalladas
para localizar un centro de infusion.

Incluir a COSACO en este esfuerzo, es un paso en direccion de garantizar que estas terapias
que salvan vidas, pueden tener el mayor alcance posible. COSACO se unira a los trabajos de
traduccion de los recursos COVID-19 de NICA, para compartirlos en todas las plataformas
conjuntas, con el fin de expandir el alcance, y la accesibilidad de esta terapia. Adicionalmente,
COSACO también asistira en promover la verificacion y reclamacion de los perfiles de cada
centro de infusién localizado en Puerto Rico, con el fin de que los usuarios puedan tener la mayor
informacion posible con respecto a la plantilla de oferta de cada centro.
